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As several of the WPBA Sponsors looked on with the 

capacity crowd at the Blue Chip Casino, the Number 

1 seeded player Allison Fisher matched up versus 

the Number 5 Seeded pro, Kelly Fisher, in the Battle 

of the Fishers!       

Kelly won the lag, broke and made a ball but was forced to push out on the 1. After a short safety battle, Kelly finally had 

an open shot and ran out to take the opening game of the match.  Allison didnΩt pocket a ball on her break in the 2nd 

game and Kelly looked confident as she ran out to take an immediate 2-0 lead.  

Kelly had the advantage going into game 3 with the break only to find her momentum brought up short by another 

safety battle.  Kelly enjoyed an opportunity from a poorly executed safe by Allison but incredibly, missed the 6 ball and 

handed that advantage back over to Allison who ran out.   Allison caught up to tie the score 2 all after Kelly left an open 

shot on the 2 ball and Allison ran out.  

Game 5 saw Kelly running out again to once again take the lead. Instead she missed a long cut down the side rail on the 

7 leaving Allison an easy three ball out and the frustration showed in KellyΩs face as she sat down and watched.   Kelly 

tied up the match 3 all when Allison left an open shot on the two after a short one rail kick on the two after KellyΩs safety 

allowing Kelly to run out.  KellyΩs focus seemed to waiver when in Game 7 she broke, made the 6 ball then missed the 1 

in the side.  Allison proceeded to run out going ahead 4-3, going into Game 8 with the break.  

Kelly came to the table in Game 8 after Allison failed to pocket a ball off her break.  Kelly cut the 1 ball down the side rail 

to begin her run out to tie the match again.  Getting shape on the 6 would be the key ball in this rack, but Kelly handled 

it easily showing composure and great touch.  Pocketing the 7, she ran the cue ball into the 8 leaving herself a thin cut 

into the side pocket which she made, continuing on to make the 9 and the match was tied 4 all.  

Kelly enjoyed the break advantage the following game, pocketing the 1 ball.  The shot on the 2 wouldnΩt be easy but she 

made it.  Unfortunately she overshot shape on the 3 ball, leaving herself a short rail bank shot into the side pocket.  She 

elected to play safe, hiding the 3 ball behind the 9 down-table and the 3 rolling up table.  Allison reached for her jump 

stick and lined it up, hitting the 3 but leaving an open shot for Kelly.  Kelly cut the 3 ball in but came up short on shape 

for the 4, so she played safe instead sending the cue ball back up-table.  Allison snookered the cue-ball behind the 8, 

forcing Kelly to go for a 3 rail kick which she missed, giving Allison ball in hand.  Down went the 3, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 easily, 

giving Allison another one game lead, 5-4, and the break coming up. 

 



Allison pocketed the 3 and 8 balls and had a nice layout to run the table, carrying the momentum from the previous 

game.  There were no tricky position shots to worry about; Allison simply had to make each ball in order to get to the hill 

and she completed that task easily.  

Kelly looked determined as she approached the table in Game 11, breaking solidly, pocketing 2 balls.  The key position 

play was getting from the 1 to the 3 ball, but her attempt at a force follow failed as the 1 ball rattled in and out of the 

pocket, settling in front of the opposite pocket.  Allison made the ball coming around 3 rails for perfect position on the 3 

and methodically began to run out to the 6 ball.  She overshot her mark though, leaving herself a thin cut on the 6 down 

the rail.  As she wryly looked at position to the 8, she got down on the ball and made the cut, getting back in shape for 

the 8, which she made.  The 9 was all that was left between Allison and her 2nd title of 2008, and she pocketed it with 

confidence raising her hands in victory!
