Karen Corr VS. Monica Webb
Novemberl5, 2008 Hollywood, Florida: Seminole Hard Ro¢kasino and Hard Rock Live

Quarterfinals #4 featured the #2 ranked player on the WPBA, Karen Corr who is looking for her first win on tour this
year. Her opponent, Monica Webb, K | & béeR dn television in awhile, but is looking to make her stand here to win her
first WPBA event. Both look to move on into the Semifinals of the year end season finale and Major Championships.

Karen won the lag and stepped up to the table focused and ready to play but failed to pocket a ball. Monica had no
open shot though, and sent the one ball 3 rails up table for Karen to peruse. Without so much as a blink, Karen nicked
the one ball into a large cluster of 4 other balls and sent the cue back up table, leaving Monica with a kick that she ended
up scratching on. Due to the aforementioned cluster, both players were forced to play this game more like 14:1 rather
than 9-ball, as a safety battle ensued. Both got stuck on the 4 ball which proved to be a pesky little devil until finally
Monica pocketed the ball into the corner pocket. Nerves must be interfering with MonicaQ usual focus because she
missed the 5 and Karen came back to the table with a straightforward layout to run out and take the first game of the
match.

Monica broke but failed to pocket a ball and Karen came back to the table looking at another cluster of balls. Running
out to the 4, she snookered the cue ball down-table sending the 4 up-table. Monica kicked at it one rail, but didn®@leave
an easy open shot that Karen missed, allowing Monica back to the table. Running out to the 8, she left herself a very
thin cut on the 8 that was sitting on top of the 9 ball near the end rail. Monica chose to play a safety, snookering Karen
behind the 9 or so it seemed; Karen managed to see just enough of the ball to cut it into the corner pocket, which she
did beautifully while sending the cue ball 4 rails around the table back towards the 9. Incredibly, the cue ball headed
right into the pocket, and Monica tied up the match at one all.

Going into game 3, Karen had the break but once again was forced to get into a safety tug of war with Monica. She
successfully snookered Monica and received ball in hand on the 1 while looking at an open table to run out. All looked
to be status quo until Karen got a bit out of line on the 6 ball, missing it attempting a back cut long into the corner
pocket. Monica finished off the rack with ease to take the lead, 2-1. Monica had the break and after pocketing a ball,
looked at several balls locked up that needed to be broken out. After making the 1, the cue ball did break the 3/5 out
from each other, but it was an awkward layout to try to get decent position play. Instead, she found herself kicking at



the 3 ball, leaving Karen with a kick as well. Karen missed the 3 ball giving Monica ball in hand and the opportunity to
take a two game lead. She methodically ran out and thus game 4 ended with Monica up 3-1.

Karen went into game 5 with the break, but failed to make a ball and Monica ran out to make the 4/9 combination and
extend her lead to 3 in addition to having the break advantage going into the next game. She pocketed a ball but did not
end up with an open shot on the 1. Instead she attempted a safety but came up short, and Karen knew she needed to
get something going now or the match would run away from her. She calmly sank each ball and brought herself back to
within 2 games again, but still down 2-4. She did have the break advantage and a ball finally dropped at the last
moment. Unfortunately, she wasn@left with an open shot and she was forced to play a safety but received ball in hand
after Monica scratched. After pocketing the 3 ball into the upper corner pocket, her cue ball got away from her and she
snookered herself behind the 6 for shape on the 4. She kicked at the ball 2 rails and didn@leave Monica an open shot.
After some back and forth in the match, Monica came out ahead to regain a 3 game lead, 5-2. Monica broke in game 8
and after making a ball, looked to run out to reach the hill. The 4 ball had other ideas and jawed out of the corner
pocket. She was fortunate in that there wasn@an open shot for Karen to play, instead she had to play a safe which
came up a bit short. Monica attempted a two way shot on the ball, trying for the cut into the corner but if she missed, it
would send the cue ball up table not leaving an open shot. Karen did have a line of sight to the ball, and made a great
cut, with position on the subsequent ball. She continued to run out to get back to within 2 games, down 3-5.

Although Karen made a ball on her break in game 9, she was not left with an open shot, choosing to push out instead.
MonicaQ attempt to make a long, thin cut on the 1 failed and she left Karen with an open shot. After pocketing the ball,
she came down-table for perfect position on the two, staying focused and running out the rack to get back to within one
and it was now 5-4 MonicaQ lead. Monica enjoyed the break advantage, sinking a ball but not having an easy shot on
the one to start the game. She tried for the thin cut shot, jawing it in the lower corner pocket and the cue ball came
back 2 rails around the table to rest next to the 9 ball. Karen was forced to kick one rail due to the 7 ball being in the
way up table and she missed the one entirely, giving Monica ball in hand and another opportunity to reach the hill. She
was not to be denied this rack, and steadily ran out to get to 6-4 in the match.

Karen came up dry on the subsequent break, but Monica had to push out. Karen surveyed her options, ultimately
sending the 1 ball up-table and leaving the cue ball down-table. Monica tried for the cut shot but those seemed to be
the difficult shots for her this match, and she missed. Luckily for her, Karen was left with a one rail kick shot as the one
ball had ended up behind a cluster of balls up-table. While she hit the ball, she did leave Monica with an open shot
which she made. Her position play suffered though, and her pinch-masse shot to make the two which was hanging
failed. Karen made the 2, left herself a tough 3/9 combo that just fell short of the mark. Monica played safe off the
result and with Karen failing to hit the 3 ball, took both destiny and ball in hand to run out to win the match, 7-4 and
advance into the Semifinals tomorrow.
